It is essential to realize that ADPs can vary dramatically between fantasy providers, so utilizing these big boards to find advantages
relative to ADP is a primary key.  

We strive for this guide to be much more. Player profiles tell the story of a player's journey, starting with high school recruiting
stars and class rankings FROM 247SPORTS, moving through to their college careers, into ideal fits for NFL schemes and teams. With
over 120 player profiles and positional rankings, this guide can inform redraft fantasy players or just football fans looking for the
stars of the future for their favorite teams. 

The draft is a journey with multiple pit stops along the way. 

This guide will stay up to date, covering the NFL Combine through the NFL draft and ultimately breaking down
landing spots and fantasy outlooks for each player selected.

C.J. Stroud has had an illustrious career at Ohio State.
After sitting behind Justin Fields during his first year,
Stroud took the country by storm, finishing fourth in
the Heisman voting and throwing nearly 50 touchdowns
in 2021. Much of that success came on the back of his
ball placement. He can uniquely layer the football to
all three field levels with touch and accuracy. Stroud
is a good athlete, though he prefers to stay within the
pocket to deliver footballs. His off-platform work can
leave him a bit erratic, and he gives up some juice
behind the football without a base for his feet to stand
on. Stroud is a high-level processor, constantly moving
to third and fourth reads within the complex Ohio
State offense. His field vision and ability to scan allow
him to find soft spots in coverages or simply the open
man. Stroud will likely be a top-five selection in the
2023 NFL Draft, and his superflex dynasty value should
begin just outside the top twelve.

Bryce Young ended his career at Alabama as one of the
most accomplished quarterbacks in its program's
history. He won the 2021 Heisman trophy and set the
Alabama single-season record for passing yards (4,972)
and touchdowns (47). He elevated the players around
him and made up for many of Alabama's deficiencies in
the last two seasons. As a prospect, he is one of the
smartest players in this draft. He seems to process the
field exceptionally well, and his out-of-structure
playmaking is off the charts. His ability to make plays
out of the pocket and, when under pressure, is elite.
His accuracy is also a strength, especially in the
intermediate and short areas of the field. He is one of
the most complete quarterback prospects in the 2023
class. Young will be a top-five draft selection in the
2023 draft and should find himself as a top-12 dynasty
asset heading into the season.

Richardson is the ultimate boom-or-bust prospect in
the draft. In his first season as a starter, Richardson
showed off his potential while also proving why he
will be a challenging prospect to nail down. He had
two games last season where he threw for at least 400
yards and showed his unique upside at the position. But
Richardson has also had four games where he
registered a completion percentage under 50%; his
athletic ability is one skill set that many are looking at
with Richardson. He is a true dual threat at the
position rushing for 654 yards and nine touchdowns
this season. The athleticism isn’t a question mark. He
has it. His arm strength is also a strength of his. He can
throw the ball anywhere on the field; the issue is
where that pass ends up. He’ll need to work on his
mechanics from the pocket, which is holding back his
ability to be an accurate passer. His stock will rise if
he lands on a team with a strong coaching staff.

Levis has turned a career worth of mediocre production
at two different colleges into top-5 draft buzz because
people believe he has "tools." He has the prototypical size
of a quarterback and has elite arm strength. He has good
mechanics when he's not under pressure and does his best
work with a clean pocket. He's an underrated athlete,
too, and can make plays happen with his legs if the pocket
breaks down. Scouts and teams will also fall in love with
his leadership ability. The main issue with Levis is his
inconsistencies throughout his game. He has consistently
struggled against good competition and has significant
numbers against inferior opponents in his career. Those
issues stem from his anticipation issues and his field
awareness. Levis tends to lock onto his pre-snap reads,
and many of his bad throws come from his unwillingness
to check into other routes. Levis's most considerable
weaknesses seem to stem from his ability to process
defenses, not his physical tools.

Before his season-ending ACL injury, Hooker was on his
way to becoming a first-round draft pick in the NFL
draft. HE WAS ABLE TO REVITALIZE HIS CAREER AT
TENNESSEE, PLAYING IN JOSH HEUPEL'S VERTICAL SPREAD
OFFENSE. HE WAS ON HIS WAY TO HAVING STATISTICALLY THE
BEST SEASON OF HIS CAREER UNTIL HIS INJURY. Scouts have
highlighted his ability to drive the ball downfield and
his awareness in the pocket. One area that he's made
positive strides has been his accuracy from the pocket.
As his game matured, Hooker improved his pocket
presence and decision-making under pressure. He
struggled with this area of his game before
transferring to Tennessee. Under head coach Josh
Heupel's tutelage, he became one of the most efficient
quarterbacks in the SEC. The two most significant flaws
for Hooker in this upcoming draft process are his age
and his recent ACL injury. Hooker will turn 25 in
January and is a few months older than Justin Herbert.

Hall HAD A VERY SUCCESSFUL TENURE WHILE AT BYU. AFTER
SITTING A FEW SEASONS TO DEVELOP, HALL HAS BEEN ONE OF
THE MOST CONSISTENT QUARTERBACKS IN THE COUNTRY FOR
THE PAST TWO SEASONS. This LAST season BYU suffered
through a tremendous amount of injuries, but Hall was
able to lead THEM to seven wins and another bowl
appearance. When healthy, he is a dual-threat
quarterback with the athleticism to be considered a
Konami code quarterback at the next level. His best
attribute is his ability to extend plays and be a rushing
threat. His rushing style reminds me a lot of Jalen
Hurts when he was in college. Hall has the same issue
that MANY OF THESE LATE ROUND QUARTERBACKS HAVE, AND
THAT'S HIS AGE. HE WILL TURN 25 BEFORE THE NFL DRAFT AND
HAS DEALT WITH INJURIES THROUGHOUT HIS CAREER. THOSE

Mckee was in the same recruiting class as Trevor
Lawrence and Justin Fields. After going on a mission for
two years, he returned to Stanford and won the
starting job over Davis Mills. In his three seasons at
Stanford, McKee threw for 5,336 yards with 28
touchdowns and 15 interceptions. Due to his late
enrollment at Stanford, he will be a 23-year-old
rookie. As a prospect, Mckee checks the box as a
prototypical old-school quarterback. He stands at 6'6
and has the frame that teams like when looking for
potential backup quarterbacks. His frame allows him
to zip the ball around the field, and he has the velocity
to play at the next level. The issues that cause him to
drop down the board are his inconsistent accuracy and
limited athleticism. Mckee is the type of player that
could hang around for a few years in the NFL but is
very unlikely to produce any significant fantasy-
relevant numbers.

Haener has had an unconventional rise as an NFL draft
prospect. Before breaking out at Fresno State, Haener
was a Washington Husky but failed to gain any ground
on the starting job. In 2021 under head coach Kalen
DeBoer he had a breakout season, THROWING FOR 4,096
YARDS AND 33 TOUCHDOWNS. IN THAT SEASON, HE SHOWED  A
TREMENDOUS AMOUNT OF COMPETITIVE TOUGHNESS AND
MATURITY, LEADING THE bULLDOGS TO BIG TIME WINS. HE
RETURNED HIS SENIOR SEASON AND LED THE bULLDOGS TO A
mwc CHAMPIONSHIP AND A BOWL WIN OVER pAC-12 OPPONENT
Oregon sTATE. Haener HAS DEMONSTRATED AN ABILITY TO
PROCESS AN OFFENSE WELL AND MAKE THE RIGHT READS. hE

Duggan had a dream season for the Horned Frogs,
leading them to their first-ever appearance in the
College Football Playoff and beating Michigan to make
it to the Championship game against Georgia. The
former four-star recruit had an up-and-down career
but saved his best season for 2022, where he was a
Heisman finalist throwing for 3,698 yards and 32
touchdowns. Unfortunately for Duggan, his flaws were
exposed in the National Championship game against
Georgia. He went 14-22 for 152 yards and two
interceptions in a game that wasn't close from the
start. He will be remembered as a very good college
quarterback, but his lack of arm strength and
accuracy issues will plague him at the next level. His
role at the next level will be a fun backup who could
provide your team a lift if the starter goes down. He is
not a relevant fantasy asset in this draft class.

Tune had a productive career at Houston, saving his
best season for his senior year, where he threw for
over 4,000 yards and forty touchdowns. The 5th year
senior improved every year and led the Cougars to an 8-
5 record, including a 23-16 bowl win in 2022. As a
prospect, Tune performed his best when he was able to
make quick throws and reads to every part of the field.
Houston's offense includes a variety of quick-read
options. Tune benefited from the Cougars having quick
receivers who could do a ton of damage after the
catch. He also proved to be a rushing threat this last
season and can make throws out of structure. Houston
utilized multiple RPOS in their system, and his decision-
making was his strength. The biggest area of concern
for Tune's long-term outlook outside of his age is his
lack of arm strength. He does not possess an NFL arm,
and his deep-ball accuracy suffers due to his lack of
strength.
